 Don Miller, the amiable pro-
prietor of Corflu Glitter’s Café 
Press store, has readied a selec-
tion of merchandise embellished 
with Ross Chamberlain’s iconic 
drawing of Jophan brandishing 
his Shield of Umor. 
 The items in the Chamber-
lain Collection include:  
Wall clock ($10.99), golf shirt 
($16.99), 3.5-in. button ($3.45), 
2.5-in. button ($2.99) and oval 
aluminum key chain ($6.99).

Corflu Glitter Auction Adds Fannish Artifact 
 A pair of seemingly ordinary pottery cups with a fascinating fannish history 
will be auctioned off at Corflu Glitter. The two green cups, each filled to the 
brim with pennies, has a longer pedigree than most Trufans! 
 It became a fannish artifact in 1962. That’s when Terry Carr started collect-
ing change to give to Walt Willis when Walter came to the ChiCon III on the 
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wings of the “WAW and the Crew in ‘62” special fund. As things turned out, 
Terry gave Willis more than the cash equivalent and kept the cups as a souvenir. 
 He kept them for nearly a decade before donating the cups and a heap of 
pennies to the Bob Shaw Fund. When the BNF and professional SF author vis-
ited Brooklyn before heading to Boston for the 1971 Noreascon, BoSh didn’t 
react want the pennies, so I (Arnie) gave him paper money – and kept the jars 
and their contents. 
 Now, 40 years later, you can own this prime piece of fanhistory and help 
Corflu Glitter pay its bills by bidding on the Fan Fund Cups at the Corflu Glitter 
auction.
